Childrens Litter Picking Kits

HCA has funded a children’s litter picking kit for every primary school
in Horsforth. These comprise a ‘Graptor the Raptor’ picker, hoop, hi
vis jacket, plus a risk assessment. The kit can be used in any way the
school chooses. One suggestion is children in Reception can take it
home each week to go out litter picking with their families. Some
schools are going to lend it to their Eco Teams. We hope that it will
encourage children and families to be more aware of their
environment and less likely to drop litter.

Climate Education for Schools

Primary school teachers from across the Horsforth area recently
attended a training course funded by Horsforth Climate Action to help
them include climate change education in their curriculum. It was
delivered by Leeds DEC (Development Education Centre), an
education charity supporting schools and communities prepare for our
changing world. The DEC have created a whole school framework with
key terms and learning outcomes to help schools plan and assess
their climate education from KS1 to KS4. Our schools are now
working on delivering climate change awareness to pupils.

This includes all colours of glass and means that everything from
wine, spirits and beer bottles, to jam jars and pasta sauce jars can
now all be recycled in the Leeds green bin.
